By the third Sunday of Lent, the spiritual journey often becomes less about ideas and more
about reality. What begins with intention slowly uncovers something more immediate and
more human: our thirst.

In the wilderness, Israel discovers how fragile faith can feel when basic needs go unmet. In
Samaria, a woman arrives at a well at noon, carrying not only a water jar but the weight of
her story. In both places, the deeper question surfaces: Is the Lord among us or not?

This week’s readings invite us to notice what we reach for when life feels dry. We know
physical thirst; we also know the thirst of anxiety, disappointment, loneliness, overwork, and
longing for reassurance. We try to quench it with achievement, control, distraction, or
approval — yet the sense of depletion often returns.

Into that reality, Christ sits at the well and asks for a drink. It is a simple request that opens a
profound encounter. He does not shame the thirsty. He does not dismiss the questions.
Instead, he speaks of living water — not a quick fix, but a spring within, a deeper source of
life.

Lent is not about pretending we are strong. It is about coming honestly to the well. The good
news of this Sunday is that the One who offers living water meets us there — not once we
have solved our thirst, but precisely in the midst of it.

As we continue Turning Toward the Light, we are invited to bring our real questions, our real
needs, and our real longing — trusting that grace is not rationed, but generously poured out.
